What is Section 508?

Section 508 of the rehabilitation act amendments of 1998 is a federal law that requires that all Electronic and Information Technology that the U.S. government purchases must be accessible to people with disabilities. This law covers the full spectrum of products the government procures such as:

· Software & Operating Systems
· Web based Internet and Intranet Applications

· Video and Multimedia Products

· Desktop and Portable Computers

· Self-Contained, Closed Products

What is Web Accessibility?

In order for a web site to be accessible, its content must be available to all people including those with disabilities. Web Accessibility is the process of ensuring that web content and online resources are accessible to people with disabilities.

What are some things that web accessibility entails?

· Providing clear and consistent navigation

· Describing images for people who are blind.

· Providing methods to skip repetitive navigation

· Device Independence (content appears the same regardless of device used)

· Proper Color Contrast

· Separation of Content from Presentation

Success Story:

Georgia Accessibility Rally 2004

In 2003 Butler New Media was selected by the Georgia Committee on the Employment of People with Disabilities to organize a statewide web accessibility competition.  High School students with disabilities in Georgia’s High School/High Tech program and mentors formed teams. Each team was taught about the importance of web accessibility, issues people with disabilities face when using the web, and techniques for making accessible sites. They were then given a mission; redesign their existing school websites to make them more accessible. The competition lasted for two months. At the end of April the sites were uploaded for judging. A panel of 15 prominent judges voted on the most accessible sites. The top three teams all received scholarship money to help with higher education costs.
